Conviction rate in 
drugs cases up by 
86 per cent: 
Punjab minister
CHANDIGARH: Punjab fi-
nance minister Harpal Sin-
gh Cheema on Tuesday 
said the conviction rate in 
drug cases rose to 86 per 
cent in the past three years 
even as he said the state 
government was committed 
to wipe out the drug men-
ace from the state. Refer-
ring to the ongoing an-
ti-drugs drive, ‘Yudh Nashi-
an Virudh’ (war against 
drugs), Cheema said the 
police were conducting 
round-the-clock operations 
against drug smugglers and 
warned that such individu-
als would have to either quit 
drug trafficking or leave 
Punjab; otherwise, they 
would end up behind bars. 
In the past 11 days, 1,072 
FIRs have been registered 
under the Narcotics Drugs 
and Psychotropic Sub-
stances (NDPS) Act.

CHANDIGARH: A tragic ac-
cident occurred on Monday 
night near Sector 4 in Chandi-
garh when a speeding 
Porsche car collided with two 
two-wheelers, killing one 
young man and injuring two 
others, as per the information 
by Chandigarh police.

Pakistan train hijack: BLA kills 
11, takes 182 persons hostage

Islamabad: Hours after hijack-
ing a Peshawar-bound train, 
the Baloch Liberation Army 
(BLA) on Tuesday evening is-
sued a statement claiming re-
sponsibility for taking 182 hos-
tages. However, it stated that 
all civilian passengers (out of 
the total 450) — including 
women, children, the elderly, 
and Baloch citizens — were 
released unharmed and pro-
vided with a safe passage.  

According to the group, 11 
Pakistani security personnel 
have been killed in heavy 
clashes, and a drone was shot 
down. The hostages reported-
ly include serving members of 
the Pakistani Army, police, 
ISI, and ATIF, who were trav-
elling while on leave. The BLA has 
warned that it will execute the remain-
ing hostages if military operations 
against them persist.

According to the news outlet, the 
provincial government has directed lo-
cal authorities to take immediate emer-
gency measures.

As per ARY News, the driver of the 
train sustained severe injuries.

Pakistan’s Samaa TV said that ac-
cording to Raiway officials, no contact 
has been established with the 450 passen-
gers and staff aboard the 9-coach Jaffar 
Express,

The train departed Quetta at 9 AM.
In a statement the Baloch Liberation 

Army has claimed responsibility for the 
attack and said that “BLA has complete-
ly repelled the Pakistani military’s 
ground assault following the seizure of 

Jaffar Express. After intense clashes, Pa-
kistani ground troops were forced to re-
treat, but airstrikes from helicopters and 
drones continue unabated.”

It further said that if the aerial bom-
bardment is not halted immediately, all 
100 plus hostages will be executed if Pa-
kistan attempted to launch a military 
rescue operation.

Following the incident, the Baloch-
istan government spokesperson Shahid 
Rind said, “There are reports of intense 
firing at a Jaffar Express [train], which 
was heading from Quetta to Peshawar, 
between Pehro Kunri and Gadalar.”

The train, carrying around 500 pas-
sengers in nine coaches was stopped by 
armed men in Tunnel No 8, between Peh-
ro Kunri and Gadalar.

Efforts are underway to establish 
contact with the passengers and staff.

In response to the incident, an emer-
gency has been imposed at the Sibi hos-
pital, with ambulances and security forc-
es rushing to the scene, as per the Dawn.

However, the Balochistan govern-
ment spokesperson said officials were 
facing difficulties in reaching the site 
due to the rocky terrain.

“The railway department has sent 
more trains to the site to provide res-
cue,” the statement further said.

“The scale of the incident and the 
possibility of terrorist elements are be-
ing determined. The Balochistan govern-
ment has ordered that emergency mea-
sures be taken, and all institutions re-
main active.”

An emergency has also been de-
clared at the Civil Hospital Quetta, ac-
cording to Health Department Spokes-
person Dr Waseem Baig.

December 2023.

Starting from 2023, Sever-
al ace wrestlers like Vinesh 
Phogat, Sakshi Malik and Ba-
jrang Punia spearheaded pro-
tests against WFI and its for-
mer president Brij Bhushan 
Singh, alleging him of sexual 
assault.

In August 2023, United 
World Wrestling (UWW) put a 
ban on WFI as it failed to or-
ganise elections within a stip-
ulated time following accusa-

tions of sexual harassment 
and protests against ex-presi-
dent Brij Bhushan Singh by 
top wrestlers Bajrang Punia, 
Vinesh Phogat and Sakshi 
Malik. An ad hoc committee 
by the International Olympic 

Association (IOA) was put in 
place.

In late December 2023, 
elections were held and San-
jay Singh was elected as the 
new president of WFI.

Row erupted in Rajya

Speaking in the Rajya 
Sabha Kharge said, “This is a 
dictatorship. I request you 
(Deputy Chairman) with fold-
ed hands to allow me (to 
speak). Aapko kya kya thok-
na hai thik se thokenge, sark-
ar ko bhi thokenge”.

Union Minister JP Nadda 
heavily criticised Kharge’ re-
marks and demanded an apol-
ogy from the LoP of the Rajya 
Sabha. “The language used by 
him and the attack on the 

Chair is condemnable. He 
should condemn it and apolo-
gize for using this language 
for the Chair. He should take 
back his words or it should be 
expunged,” Nadda said.

Deputy Chairman 
Harivansh Narayan Singh 
also expressed dissatisfaction 
over Kharge’s remark, noting 
his seniority in the House.

Kharge immediately apol-
ogised for his remark, clarify-
ing that his remark was not 
aimed at the chair but to-
wards government and its 
policy. “I apologize to you 
(Deputy Chairman), I have 
not used these words for you. 
I have said that ‘hum sarkar 
ki policies ko thokenge’. I 
apologise to you and not to the 
government...” Kharge said.

India saw a seven per cent decline in 
PM2.5 levels in 2024, but six of the 
world’s ten most polluted cities were 
still in the country, according to the 
IQAir 2024 World Air Quality Report.

India’s annual PM2.5 average fell 
to 50.6 ug/m3 from 54.4 ug/m3 in 2023, 
yet it remained the fifth most polluted 
country globally.

New Delhi continued to record 
extreme pollution, with an annual 
PM2.5 average of 91.6 ug/ m3 in 2024, 
almost unchanged from 92.7 ug/m3 in 
2023.

Severe pollution episodes persist-
ed, especially in northern states, with 
Baddi in Himachal Pradesh recording 
a January PM2.5 average of 165 ug/m3 
(2024). October saw air quality worsen 
in Manipur, while November wit-
nessed extreme pollution in Delhi, 
Punjab, Chandigarh, Haryana, and 
Himachal Pradesh, mainly due to 
stubble burning, which contributed 
60 per cent of PM2.5 levels during 
peak periods. “Air pollution remains 
a significant health burden in India, 
reducing life expectancy by an esti-
mated 5.2 years. Severe pollution epi-
sodes persisted in 2024, particularly in 
northern states,” the report stated. 

The report found that 35 per cent of 
Indian cities recorded PM2.5 levels 
exceeding WHO guidelines by over 
ten times. The major sources of pollu-
tion include vehicular emissions, in-
dustrial discharges, construction 
dust, and crop burning. While vehicu-
lar emissions remain a key driver in 
urban centers, stubble burning in 
Punjab and Haryana continues to 
push pollution levels to hazardous 
levels each winter. “Seasonal agricul-
tural practices, particularly the burn-
ing of crop residues in states like Pun-
jab and Haryana, further deteriorate 
air quality during winter months. In-
dustrial emissions.

Drug Inspector
Rupinder Kaur ex-
plained that the inspec-
tion was carried out in
collaboration with the
police team. After checking the
store, they also inspected the
owner's house. She further
mentioned that ACP Gur Iqbal
Singh received an online com-
plaint against the said Medical
Store which led to this action.
Upon thorough investigation,
no drugs intended for narcotic
use were found at the store or
the house. Rupinder also noted
that the person whose name
the pharmacy license was un-
der was not present, and some
sales bills were not issued,

which led to the preparation of
a report. Once the report is sub-
mitted to the office, a show-
cause notice will be sent to the
store owner. After receiving a
response to the notice, legal ac-
tion will be taken based on the

violations found. In con-
nection with this, when
contacted, Pankaj Mal-
hotra, President of the
Jagraon Chemist Associ-
ation, confirmed the raid
at the Medical Store. He
said that the association
regularly holds meetings

with police officials.  He further
emphasized that the associa-
tion firmly adheres to the poli-
cy of not allowing the sale of
narcotic drugs by any of their
members.

Chief Minister Sukhvinder
Singh Sukhu, who holds the
portfolio of finance, presented the
first and final installment of the
supplementary budget, which was
approved without discussion.

The House also passed the
Himachal Pradesh Appropriation
Bill, granting the government
authority to utilise these funds.

Out of the total amount, Rs.
15,776.19 crore is allocated for
state schemes, while Rs. 1,277.59
crore is designated for centrally
sponsored schemes. The key
allocations under state schemes
include Rs. 10,137.07 crore for
wage and means advances and
overdraft payments, Rs. 1,033.63

crore for power generation and
infrastructure repair, and Rs.
814.94 crore as subsidies for fare
concessions and electric bus
purchases for Himachal Road
Transport Corporation.
Additionally, Rs. 763.26 crore
has been allocated for pensions

and retirement benefits, Rs.
455.91 crore for medical colleges
and healthcare schemes, and Rs.
329.44 crore for water supply
and sanitation projects.

Furthermore, Rs. 303.67
crore is earmarked for disaster
relief, Rs. 173.25 crore for

tourism development, Rs.150.19
crore for school infrastructure
repair, and Rs. 142.83 crore for
grants to rural local bodies.

Other allocations include Rs.
135.88 crore for road and bridge
construction, Rs. 130.16 crore
for women's hostels and welfare
schemes, Rs. 127.77 crore for
government buildings, and Rs.
124.50 crore for railway projects.

Under centrally sponsored
schemes, major allocations
include Rs. 296.56 crore for the

Two convicted in Chitta and
Charas case, sentenced to

three years in jail

HAMIRPUR: The Sessions Court in Hamirpur has
sentenced two individuals to three years of
imprisonment and imposed a fine of Rs. 55,000 for
possessing chitta (heroin) and charas. The accused,
Deepak Singh Verma alias Deepu, a resident of Betal
village, Mandi district, and Bhag Singh of Dehra,
Kangra district, were found guilty under various sections
of the NDPS Act. 

According to District Public Prosecutor Sandeep
Agnihotri, Senior Sessions Judge Bhuvnesh Awasthi
convicted the duo under: Section 20 of the NDPS Act:
One-year imprisonment and a Rs. 10,000 fine. Section
21 of the NDPS Act: Three years' imprisonment and a
Rs. 30,000 fine. Section 29 of the NDPS Act: Two years'
imprisonment and a Rs. 15,000 fine. All sentences will
run concurrently. In case of non-payment of fines,
additional imprisonment will be imposed.

The case dates back to March 10, 2022, when the
police, during a patrol, found the accused inside a parked
car (HP 28B-6358) near Bypass Road, Pakka Bharoh.
Upon searching the vehicle, authorities recovered 94.82
grams of charas and 21.76 grams of heroin, along with
currency notes and aluminum foil containing traces of
narcotics. The prosecution examined 17 witnesses to
establish the case. The government’s legal representation
was led by District Public Prosecutor Sandeep Agnihotri.

BJP State President Rajeev Bindal
criticizes Sukhu govt over law and order

Himachal Pradesh BJP State President Dr.
Rajeev Bindal launched a scathing attack on
the state government, accusing it of failing to
maintain law and order. Addressing a press
conference at the PWD Rest House in
Nalagarh, Bindal alleged that the Sukhvinder
Singh Sukhu-led government has become a
"government of misery" for the people. He
claimed that over the past two years, illegal
mining, drug, and scrap mafias have been
flourishing unchecked, leading to a
breakdown in law and order across the state.
He cited multiple incidents of government
officials being attacked, including cases
where forest department staff were threatened
and government officers were assaulted.
Bindal questioned why the state government
has failed to act against these mafias,
suggesting that any complaints against them
result in action against the complainants
instead. He also criticized the police, accusing
them of being mere spectators rather than
taking firm action.

Further attacking the government, Bindal
pointed out that Rs. 5 crore was spent on
advertisements for milk supply schemes,

while farmers’ demands remain unmet. He
claimed that government employees from
various departments are continuously
protesting in the streets due to unfulfilled
promises. He also referenced Congress leader
Rahul Gandhi’s recent remarks about
identifying and expelling infiltrators from the
party, suggesting that similar issues exist
within Himachal Pradesh Congress. Bindal
warned that if the Sukhu government fails to
address public grievances, the people of
Himachal will ensure a political response in
the coming elections.

Wet weather continued in the
Kashmir Valley with fresh
snowfall covering several higher
reaches, including the ski resort of
Gulmarg, while intermittent rains
lashed the plains over the past 24
hours. The Meteorological Centre
Srinagar forecast wet weather is
likely to affect Jammu and
Kashmir till the weekend.

Srinagar and other parts of
Kashmir valley lashed by
intermittent rains leading to drop
in the temperature and disrupting
the normal activities.

Some higher reaches in
Kashmir valley including the ski
resort of Gulmarg received light
snowfall during the past 24 hours.
In the Union Territory of Ladakh,
Leh, Kargil, Drass, Padum,
Stakna, Tangste, Khalite and
Chuchot also received light
snowfall during the period.

Giving parameters of rainfall,
the MeT office said that the
highest precipitation was recorded
at Kupwara 12.0mm of rainfall,

followed by Pahalgam 11.8mm,
Kokernag 10.4mm, Gulmarg
10.2mm, Srinagar 7.8mm and
Qazigund 6.8mm during the past

The Met office said the
weather is likely to remain cloudy
today with the possibility of
intermittent light to moderate rain
or snow at isolated to scattered
places, while another spell of light
to moderate rain and snow at many
places during March 12 and 14.
Intermittent light to moderate

rain/Snow at many places during
March 15 and 16.

The weather is likely to remain
dry from March 17 to 21, the MeT
office said.

The MeT office has also issued
an advisory for travellers, tourists
and transporters to follow
admin/traffic advisory before
planning their trip during the
period

The farmers have also been
advised to suspend farm
operations from March 10

onwards till March 18, besides
people living on the higher reaches
have been asked to avoid sloppy
and avalanche prone areas during
the period.

Meanwhile, the night
temperature dropped but recorded
2 to 5°C above the average at
many weather stations of Kashmir.
The day recorded on Monday also
slipped down by several degrees
below normal in most weather
stations of the Kashmir valley.

Seven months after Bangladeshi students led a mass
movement that forced the then prime minister,
Sheikh Hasina, to resign and flee to India, the coun-

try is beginning to prepare for elections to offer a demo-
cratically elected government. The interim administra-
tion led by the Nobel Peace laureate, Muhammad
Yunus, has announced that elections will be held poten-
tially by December this year and latest by March 2026.
Of late, prominent student leaders have quit Mr
Yunus’s interim government to launch the new Nation-
al Citizens Party, which they hope will upend the two-
party dominance in Bangladeshi politics of Ms Hasina’s
Awami League and the Opposition Bangladesh Nation-
alist Party. The BNP and the Jamaat-e-Islami are both
increasingly influential in the country today and will
likely be major forces in the upcoming elections. It is
unclear whether Mr Yunus will also seek a political
platform to contest. In the meantime, India has nudged
Bangladesh to ensure that the election process is inclu-
sive — an apparent allusion to the Awami League.
While election authorities in Bangladesh have indicat-
ed that the party might be able to contest, the student
movement that led the campaign against Ms Hasina is
insistent that the Awami League not be allowed to par-
ticipate.

Central to the opposition to the Awami League’s
participation in the polls is the popular perception that
the party and its leaders have not truly faced justice for
the alleged human rights excesses and corruption dur-
ing Ms Hasina’s 15-year-long rule. This is why India
must tread carefully. Given the strong anti-India senti-
ments in Bangladesh today, anything that New Delhi
says about Bangladesh’s electoral process could be
viewed by its critics as evidence of India trying to inter-
fere in its neighbour’s democratic choices. India, too, is
prickly about other countries commenting on its poli-
tics or elections — and that weakens its ability to say
much to the rest of the world. Ultimately, the elections
and Dhaka’s ability to host them in a way that is credi-
ble should matter to Bangladesh — whether or not any-
one else offers advice. The scale and nature of protests
against Ms Hasina showed just how unpopular she was,
even though, on paper, she had won a landslide vote
just months earlier, with the Opposition largely barred
from contesting freely. Bangladesh must not repeat the
mistakes of the past. The hopes of a generation that
fought for change rest on its choices.

India best placed in Asia for growth outlook
amid trade tensions: Morgan Stanley

Despite ongoing global trade
tensions India is the best-posi-
tioned country in Asia for

economic growth, according to a re-
port by Morgan Stanley.

The report, titled highlighted
that India's strong services exports,
low dependence on goods exports,
and supportive government poli-
cies will help it outperform other
economies in the region. It said,
"Trade tensions will likely remain
a drag on Asia's growth outlook.
We highlight the reasons why India
is still the best placed in the region
against this backdrop - low goods
exports, strong services exports
and policy support for domestic de-
mand.

The report noted that trade ten-
sions will continue to impact Asia's
overall growth outlook. However,
India is in a better position due to

its low goods exports as a percent-
age of GDP, making it less vulnera-
ble to disruptions in global trade.

At the same time, India's servic-
es exports remain strong and are
expected to grow further, providing

stability amid global uncertainties.
Morgan Stanley also highlight-

ed the importance of government
policies in boosting domestic de-
mand.

Aam Aadmi Party's (AAP) senior
leader and Punjab Finance Minister
Harpal Singh Cheema described the
Punjab Government’s anti-drug
campaign ‘Yudh Nashian Virudh’as a
highly effective and successful
initiative while sharing details of the
police action taken in the past 11 days
with the media.

On Tuesday, Harpal Cheema,
accompanied by AAP spokesperson
Neel Garg, addressed a press
conference regarding this campaign
at the party office in Chandigarh.
Cheema stated that the results of the
'War Against Drugs' campaign are
extremely encouraging. He
expressed full confidence that
Punjab would soon become a
completely drug-free state.

He said that under the leadership
of Chief Minister Bhagwant Mann,
this campaign is being successfully
carried out. So far, 76 kg of heroin, 50
kg of opium, and Rs. 50 lakh in cash
have been recovered. Additionally,

1,072 FIRs have been registered
under the Narcotics Drugs and
Psychotropic Substances (NDPS)
Act, and 1,485 drug peddlers have
been arrested.

Furthermore, around 7 lakh drug
tablets, 4.5 kg drug powder, 1.25 kg
narcotic ice, and 950 kg of poppy
husk (bhuki), along with other
synthetic drugs, have been seized by
the police. Moreover, properties of
approximately 26 individuals

involved in drug trafficking have
been demolished. These individuals
had amassed crores of rupees worth
of assets through illegal activities and
smuggling. Cheema said these
statistics demonstrate how serious the
Aam Aadmi Party's Punjab
Government is about eradicating
drugs. Cheema affirmed that the AAP
Government is fully committed to
eradicating drugs from Punjab. The
police are conducting round-the-

clock operations against drug
smugglers. He warned that such
individuals would either quit the drug
trade or leave Punjab; otherwise, they
would end up behind bars. Cheema
criticized the previous governments
for shielding drug smugglers,
contrasting this with the AAP
Government’s strict actions against
them. He highlighted the conviction
rates in drug-related cases, slamming
previous governments for their
alleged nexus with drug traffickers.

“It has come to our attention that unsanctioned, 
AI-generated music purporting to contain Celine Di-
on’s musical performances, and name and likeness, 
is currently circulating online and across various 
Digital Service Providers,” the statement obtained by 
E! News read.
“Please be advised that these recordings are fake and 
not approved and are not songs from her official dis-
cography,” the statement added.
This is not the first time Dion has spoken out against 
unauthorized use of her music.

In August, she expressed her disapproval of 
then-presidential nominee Donald Trump using her 
song ‘My Heart Will Go On’ at a campaign event.
Dion’s statement reminds fans to be cautious when 
consuming music online and to verify the authentic-
ity of the content.
The singer’s team has not indicated whether they will 
take further action against those responsible for cre-
ating and distributing the unauthorized AI-generated 
music.
In recent months, Dion has made a few appearances, 
including a performance at the 2024 Paris Olympics 
opening ceremony, where she sang ‘Hymne a 
l’amour’ live from the Eiffel Tower.
She has also been spotted attending events with her 
twin sons, Nelson and Eddy.
